· In July of 2007, the Colorado legislature passed HB07-1350, creating the Colorado Address Confidentiality program.  This new program must be ready to accept participants by July 1, 2008.  The Address Confidentiality Program (ACP) allows survivors of domestic violence, sexual assault, and stalking to keep their address confidential after they have relocated to escape possible or former abusers.  The substitute address becomes the only address of record, and consequently, potential assailants are unable to use those records to locate their victims.  Jacqueline Sanders is working with COVA and other agencies to coordinate trainings across the state.
