Address Confidentiality
In July of 2007, the Colorado legislature passed HB07-1350, creating the Colorado Address Confidentiality program. This new program must be ready to accept participants by July 1, 2008.
The Address Confidentiality Program (ACP) allows survivors of domestic violence, sexual assault, and stalking to keep their address confidential after they have relocated to escape possible or former abusers. The substitute address becomes the only address of record, and consequently, potential assailants are unable to use those records to locate their victims.

Jacqueline Sanders is working with COVA and other agencies to coordinate trainings across the state.

Witness Protection

C.R.S. 24-33.5-106, which became law in 2006, established the Javad Marshall-Fields and Vivian Wolfe Witness Protection Program in the state of Colorado.   

Since that time the Denver Police Department, in conjunction with the Denver District Attorney’s Office, have worked diligently to implement a successful, collaborative witness protection program in the City & County of Denver. The Denver Police Department has successfully relocated 114 individuals through the Witness Protection Program operated through their Victim Assistance Unit.
The statue requires that law enforcement receive training on the program and this training will be conducted by Scott Snow, Director of the Victim Assistance Unit of the DPD. While the statute does not specify the details of training required, attendance certificates will be available for documentation.  Scott will review the history of the DPD Witness Protection Program; discuss case information along with statutory considerations, protocols, procedures, and documents -  all necessities for the creation of a witness protection program.

This training is free but space is limited and registration is required.
